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BATTERIE ALLEMANDE 
DE LONGUES-SUR-MER
The German gun battery of Longues-sur-Mer formed a key part of the Atlantic 
Wall and remains one of the most spectacular sites along the D-Day Beaches. 
Consisting of 4 pillboxes - which today still house the original guns - the coastal 
defence battery played a highly strategic role on 6 June 1944.
